On Sunday, 09/22/13, attempted to get three bids for the immediate removal of the grounded vessel

due to the location of the vessel in the surf zone and knowing that the vessel was in danger of harming

the recreational users in the ocean waters. There was also a serious concern on the possibility of the

vessel breaking up on the heavily populated beach in Waikiki.

I was able to contact Parker Marine Worldwide, Inc. and Sea Engineering but I was not able to reach

American Marine, which is the only other company that can bid on these types of jobs. They do not

provide an after hours contact number and since this was a Sunday, no one was in the office. The only

other company we could use is, Cates International, but they cannot bid on the removal as they are not

compliant with HCE.

Pat Ross of Sea Engineering inspected the grounded vessel and informed me that they would not be

able to bid on this job since all of their divers were headed to Kwajalein in a few days to work on

another job. He stated that he would not be able to complete the job in time for the divers to leave.

Parker Marine Worldwide, Inc. was the only company that provided a valid bid.

Since the vessel was grounded in a surf zone and due to the heavily populated ocean waters, we could

not wait until Monday to obtain more bids. The vessel had to be removed immediately to protect public

health and safety. I instructed Parker Marine Worldwide, Inc. to start the removal of the vessel that

same night, which they did.
