One of DBEDT's major initiatives is to increase the number of international students in Hawaii. DBEDT seeks to contract with a vendor to develop,
plan, coordinate and implement a series of events and projects to increase the number of students from China and Taiwan and other strategic
markets to study in Hawaii.

6. Explain in detail, why it is not practicable or not advantageous for the department to procure by competitive means:

The Study Hawaii Educational Consortium is a Hawaii nonprofit comprised of nineteen accredited Hawaii educational institutions
and program that are actively involved in recruiting international students to their campuses and programs. DBEDT does not have
the capacity, network, industry contacts or specific knowledge to bring together, unite and coordinate individual schools to develop
plans and implement projects that would market Hawaii as a location to study. Nor would it be practicable for DBEDT to contract

seprately with the nineteen educational institutions and programs to achieve the same results as can be achieved by contracting with
Study Hawaii Educational Consortium.

7. Explain in detail, the process that will be or was utilized in selecting the vendor/contractor/service provider:

Study Hawaii Educational Consortium is the only organization consiting of educational institutions actively devoted to recruiting
interantional students to study in Hawaii. Individual member institutions have a long history of successfully recruiting students
from China and Taiwan. The consortium is the best fit to recruit and leverage individual marketing/promotional efforts into a
coordinated, consolidated and effective marketing approach under the State of Hawaii. DBEDT respectfully request an exemption

from procurement to enter into a contract with the Study Hawaii Educational Consortium. See attachment of the Study Hawaii
