There is no change in the scope of work since the last request for exemption. When there is a bomb threat or suspicious
item/vehicle, the teams are able to screen, clear and terminate the event much quicker than humans can alone. This allows
business to resume sooner. The dogs provide visual deterrence when they patrol the terminals. Increase in funds is to cover
the events of the pending war and inflationary costs of supplies, gas, medical care, etc. for the entire program. Teams may
deploy to neighbor island airports for bomb threats. Dogs are federal property and cannot be replaced.

This / These amendment(s) are necessary because: Previous exemption will expire on 03-15-04 and cost have increased as
noted above. In December 2001, we were informed that the federal government (TSA) would assume control of their own
dogs as part of their takeover of security functions at airports. TSA still has not set a definite date for taking over the K-9
Program. The explosives detection program is an integral and necessary part of an anti-terrorist security program. The State I
saves millions of dollars whenever the dogs can quickly clear a terminaVaircraft to resume normal operations after a bomb
threat. The State needs the highly specialized services of our dog teams more than ever before.
