6. Describe the circumstances justifying a restrictive purchase:

The HSH is a mental health facility whose patients and staff consist of various cultures and religious
beliefs. Our recent inquiry had determined that no other locally based organization could provide
and satisfy the religious diversity needs of all our patients and their families. Pacific Health Ministry
(PHM) is the only organization that can and is able to support the multi-religious, multi-cultural, and
emotional needs of our seriously mentally ill patients.

PHM was established in 1986 as a not-for-profit organization to develop hospital ministry, and
Clinical Pastoral Education programs in Hawaii. PHM began services on Oahu in 1988 at three of
the major Hawaii health care institutions: Kapiolani Medical Center for Women & Children, The
Queen's Medical Center and Kuakini Medical Center. Since that time programs have been
established at Hospice Hawaii, Kaiser Foundation Hospitals, Legacy of Life, Pali Momi Medical
Center, Maui Memorial Medical Center, Pohai Nani Good Samaritan, Straub Clinic & Hospital and
VA Center for Aging.

The HSH is a Joint Commission accredited, fully licensed facility offering the finest care, proven
treatment methods, and the latest methods in psychiatric care rehabilitation. Providing for the
religious needs of our patients is a requirement of Joint Commission accreditation. Meeting the
individual needs of our patients and their religious needs are a major component in their treatment
and self-directed recovery and community reintegration.

PHM is the sole spiritual care agency in Hawaii that employees Chaplains that meet the Common
Standards for Professional Chaplains recognized by six (6), see attached, national professional
associations of chaplains and counselors. PHM is the only Clinical Pastoral Education Center
accredited by the Association of Clinical Pastoral Education in Hawaii or the Pacific Islands. PHM's
Professional Chaplains make spiritual assessments and provide spiritual care meeting the standards
of the Joint Commission. PHM provides on-going Continued Education for maintaining Professional
Certification. 
Describe the efforts and results in determining that this is the sole provider who can render services. Include
approximate dates:

A recent search was conducted but PHM is the only pastoral organization on Oahu that could service
the multi-religious needs of the patients, their families and staff, provide emergency on-call availability
to the hospital, and provide graduate level staffing trained/qualified to provide clinical spiritual
assessment. Provided staffing includes one (1) full time licensed Institutional chaplain and one (1)
student pastorial resident. PHM is the only organization available to cover all the pastoral and
ministry needs of the hospital and have additional resources available at no additional cost.

Chaplain services have always been an integral part of HSH to support the religious and emotional
needs of our patients and their families, who come from many cultures and different religious
traditions. A central focus at this ministry is to educate the staff in learning to minister to all people of
different races and cultures as they face the common crises of life.

This document is one of four foundational documents affirmed by the constituent boards of the Council on
Collaboration on November 7, 2004 in Portland, Maine. Collectively, these documents establish a unified voice for
the six organizations that have affirmed them and describe what it means to these organizations to be a
professional pastoral care provider, pastoral counselor or educator. The four documents are:

• Common Standards for Professional Chaplaincy
• Common Standards for Pastoral Educators/Supervisors
• Common Code of Ethics for Chaplains, Pastoral Counselors, Pastoral Educators and Students
• Principles for Processing Ethical Complaints

The membership of the participating groups represents over 10,000 members who currently serve as chaplains,
pastoral counselors, and clinical pastoral educators in specialized settings as varied as healthcare, counseling
centers, prisons or the military.

QUAl: Provide documentation of current endorsement or of good standing in accordance with
the requirements of his/her own faith tradition.

QUA2: Be current in the payment of the professional association's annual dues.

QUA3: Have completed an undergraduate degree from a college, university, or theological
school accredited by a member of the Council for Higher Education Accreditation
(www.chea.org); and a graduate-level theological degree from a college, university or
theological school accredited by a member of the Council for Higher Education
Accreditation. Equivalencies for the undergraduate and/or graduate level theological
degree will be granted by the individual professional organizations according to their
own established guidelines.
