QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

The following are responses to questions submitted either at the RFP Orientation Session or received in writing by March 13, 2015, as specified in Section 1 of the RFP.
Q1.
Why is the RFP restricted to the islands of Hawaii and Kauai?
A. Current project-based cultural services are provided on Oahu, Maui, Molokai, and Hawaii, however, the current contractor on Hawaii will be terminating services  as of June 30, 2015.

Q2.
Will there only be one award for the Big Island?

A.
Multiple contracts may be awarded as the OYS deems appropriate to best meet the needs of the State after all proposals are reviewed.

Q3.
If I wanted to examine other proposals, can that be done, and is there an electronic site (eg website) that one can go to?
A. OYS does not post proposals on a website to review other proposals.  Proposals for this RFP will be available for public review at the Office of Youth Services, 707 Richard Street, Suite 525, Honolulu, Hawaii, following the completion of the RFP process, i.e., when the contracts have been signed and executed.  Proposals from previous RFP periods may be reviewed at the Office of Youth Services upon request.

Q4.
Concerning the target population, because we are a prevention program, we do not specifically target those youth who are involved in the juvenile justice system.  Will that automatically disqualify us from applying?
A. Priority will be given to those applicants who target youth who are involved in the juvenile justice system. However, consideration will be given to those applicants who target those youth who are at-risk of becoming involved in the juvenile justice system due to risk factors  such as poverty, disproportionate minority contact, academic failure and truancy, etc.
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
