RFP Title: Employment Core Services for Low-Income Persons
1. Do awardees still have to collect data on the number of persons from Compact of Free Association nations?
The applicant shall also provide quarterly reports on the number of persons from Compact of Free Association nations that were provided services, identified by the following: 

a. Republic of the Marshall Islands 

b. Federated States of Micronesia 

Chuuk 

Yap 

Pohnpei 

Kosrae 

c. Republic of Belau (Palau).
2. Can the awardee use program funds to pay for GEMs client tracking software?
The service provider can charge up to 5% of the total contract amount for the GEMS client tracking software.

3. Requested clarification whether client could be served under multiple federally funded programs?
Basically, a client/participant should not be enrolled in both the TANF, First-to-Work program and the ECS-LIP program for the same services.  Duplication of services for a particular client/participant is not viewed as an efficient use of limited resources.  
If the services provided are different and can be provided by one and not the other service, then it may be possible to enroll a single client in both programs while receiving respective services from the different programs.  If the applicant thinks there is an exception to this policy, the applicant can present it to OCS on a case-by-case basis.

What is the desired job placement outcome for a Tier 3 client?
Tier 3, basically addresses the Developmentally Disabled population.  The desired outcome of job placement even for the developmentally disabled is a participant who is working successfully in a job that matches his/her goal. The participant is placed in permanent employment totaling a minimum of 20 hours/week.
