The DCCA has confirmed that under the national
PBS Policy on Admissions to PBS membership, no other Hawaii television station would be granted PBS membership since
that would duplicate the statewide service provided by PBS Hawaii.

Price: Approximately $3,280,000 per year. Under the cable television franchises
issued to cable operators in the State, the Department of Commerce and
Consumer Affairs (‘DCCA”) directs the cable operators (i.e., Oceanic Time
Wamer Cable LLC and Hawaiian Telcom Services Company, Inc.) to each pay
one percent (1%) of their respective annual gross revenues to Hawaii Public
Television Foundation, dba PBS Hawaii (“PBS Hawaii”). For 2013, this amount
totaled approximately $3,280,000.

Describe in detail the following:

The unique features, characteristics, or capabilities of the goods, service or
construction.

The DCCA has an existing contract with PBS Hawaii, the State’s only locally
owned, nhoncommercial statewide public television broadcast station. PBS
Hawaii has a noncommercial license from the Federal Communications
Commission (“FCC”) as a statewide educational broadcaster in Hawaii and its
signal reaches more Hawaii households than all other television providers in the
State — commercial and cable ~ effectively reaching 98% of Hawaii’s population.
In addition, PBS Hawaii’s signal is the only television broadcast signal that
reaches the most financially disadvantaged areas in Hawaii, as verified by data
from the 2012 U.S. Census. PBS Hawaii is the sole Hawaii member of the Public
Broadcasting Service (“PBS”), a private nonprofit organization, which provides
access to quality television programming and related services to hundreds of
member stations, including PBS Hawaii. In turn, PBS Hawaii is able to broadcast
PBS’ award-winning, high quality programs seven days a week. On a weekly
basis, it is estimated that over 220,000 people view PBS Hawaii programming, at
no cost.

PBS membership is limited to television stations that are able to meet certain
financial, technical, and programming requirements and obligations set forth by
the organization (i.e., PBS) and the FCC. Under its membership, PBS Hawaii is
able to bring numerous award-winning programming such as Sesame Street,
NOVA, Frontline and the Masterpiece series (which includes the top-rated drama
Downton Abbey) to Hawaii audiences. In addition, PBS Hawaii provides viewers
a full suite of curriculum-based, high-quality educational and entertaining
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programs for children available weekdays and/or on the weekends and through
its digital cable channels where it is known as PBS Hawaii Kids. Unique
children’s programming provided by PBS include, among various other
programs, Angelina Ballerina, Barney & Friends, Biz Kids, Curious George, the
Electric Company, and Sesame Street. Hawaii’s children can only access these
invaluable educational programs through PBS Hawaii, the sole Hawaii PBS
member.

In addition, PBS Hawaii produces weekly local programs that explore the
historical and cultural significance of the people, places, and issues unique to
Hawaii. These programs are: (1) HIKI NO (Hawaiian for “can do”, the nation’s
first and only statewide student news network); (2) Long Story Short with Leslie
Wilcox; (3) Leahey & Leahey; (4) Insights on PBS Hawaii (the only live, hour-
long, interactive public affairs program aired statewide); (5) PBS Hawaii Presents
(local independent filmmaker showcase); and (6) Na Mele (the only regular
Hawaiian music television show aired statewide). In particular, HIKI NO, which
was launched in 2010, weds public media, civic journalism, and 21%-century
learning. This weekly half-hour student newscast airs on Thursdays at 7:30 p.m.
For the series, PBS Hawaii works with 84 middle and high schools statewide
(public, private, and charter schools) providing free training in media literacy,
journalism, and digital storytelling. Each HIKI NO episode is hosted by a
particular school, giving student anchors an opportunity to showcase their school
throughout the show. Under the guidance of their teachers and HIKI NO team of
mentor/producers, students conceive, report, shoot, and edit stories and tackle
issues impacting their lives such as genetically modified organisms (i.e., GMO),
alternative lifestyles, homeless students, and bullying. HIKI NO won the National
EDGE Innovation Award at the 2012 Public Media Summit held in Washington
D.C. Superintendent Kathryn Matayoshi, of the State Department of Education,
has committed to making this 21-century learning program an elective in the
public schools. Effective July 1, 2014, the San Francisco-based Stupski
Foundation is awarding PBS Hawaii a three-year grant of $2.18 million to
develop its teacher-student training into curriculum for the Hawaii public schools.

Aside from the six locally produced programs, PBS Hawaii collaborates with
Pacific Islanders in Communications to present Pacific Heartbeat, a national
series featuring authentic Pacific Islanders stories and music programs by which
PBS Hawaii produced programming (such as, Na Lani Eha from lolani Palace:
the Music of Hawaiian Royalty) can be viewed across the county through PBS
member stations. In 2013, PBS Hawaii also broadcasted special and unique
local and regional productions including Dream Big: Nanakuli At the Fringe;
Henry Live; Hula: Language of the Heart; The 2013 aio Hawaii State Spelling
Bee; and Tonga: The Last Place on Earth.

PBS Hawaii’s shows offer greater diversity and more variety in local

programming than any other statewide television broadcast station in Hawaii. No
other broadcast media organization in Hawaii can offer the PBS line-up of
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programs nor can they offer this level of noncommercial instructional and cultural
programming on a statewide basis.

b. How the unique features, characteristics or capabilities of the goods, service or
construction are essential for the department.

The DCCA has long recognized, in connection with the issuance of cable
franchises, that cable service is not only an important source of entertainment for
the public but is also an important means of providing access to a wide range of
programming and informational services in the public interest. This includes
providing Hawaii viewers access to trusted educational and enrichment
programming that includes diverse viewpoints and local stories that may get
limited coverage by commercial broadcast stations. PBS Hawaii, because of its
unique position as a statewide, non-profit, PBS-affiliated station, can bring to an
extensive audience, exclusive national PBS programming that keep Hawaii
citizens informed regarding world events, and expose them to cultures, music,
and dance that serves to enrich the lives of the viewing public. As a member
station of PBS, PBS Hawaii is the only television broadcast station in Hawaii that
would be granted PBS membership since doing otherwise would duplicate a
service already provided by PBS Hawaii, which duplication is viewed by PBS as
not being in the public interest.! In addition, PBS Hawaii produces and
broadcasts numerous local weekly shows and specials that highlight the unique
people and cultures that make up Hawaii and its communities. This is a key
component in bringing communities together and strengthening their ties
throughout the State.

'The “Policy of Admission to PBS Membership,” which was adopted by the PBS Board of
Directors on February 6, 2000, as revised on June 22, 2012, and made PBS membership
unavailable to new applicants in an area already served by a full PBS member station, is still in
effect.
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
