l How the unique features, characteristics, or capabilities are essential for the agency to accomplish its
work:

| 1. The overnight delivery of the dried blood spot specimens to the newborn screening testing laboratory
is essential to provide early diagnosis and treatment of newborns for thirty-one disorders which can
cause mental and growth retardation, serious medical complications, and even death, if not detected

i and treated early in the newborn period.

2. Given the importance of the dried blood specimens, package tracking capabilities are essential to
monitor transit times and locate the packages.
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The following other possible sources for the goods, services, or construction were investigated but do

not meet our needs because: '

1. United Parcel Service: No overnight delivery available.

2. U.S.Postal Service:  No overnight delivery guaranteed. No tracking capability.

3. Aero Couriers: No overnight delivery guaranteed since they depend on independent airline
carriers. Do not have own tracking system. They track the packages based on the independent airline
carriers. Do not have own nationwide personnel, delivery trucks, or planes. They use independent
taxis to transport the packages from the birthing facilities to the airport and from the airport to the
laboratory. Having multiple independent contractors increases the risk of losing a package and
decreases assurances of confidentiality.
