a. The unique features, characteristics, or capabilities of the goods, service or construction.
Hawaii Health Information Corporation has the only source of hospital discharge data.

b. How the unique features, characteristics or capabilities of the goods, service or construction are essential for the
department

Discharge data are the records of what conditions were present during a hospitalization event. All Hawaii hospitals submit
their discharge data to HHIC for editing, validation, and processing (submission to Federal payers). As such, HHIC data is the
only source of data that can be used to validate other data sources for things that occurred while a patient is in a hospital. In
this project, we will match MRSA infection data submitted to a DOH data system (SHARP) with all hospital records that list
MRSA as a condition during the hospitalization event. The purpose is to determine whether hospitals are submitting
complete records on MRSA infection s to DOH through the SHARP data system.
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7. Describe the efforts and results in determining that this is the only vendor/contractor/service provider who can provide
the goods, services or construction.

All Hawaii hospitals submit their discharge data to HHIC for editing, validation, and processing (submission to Federal
payers). HHIC is the only source of cleaned, edited discharge data for Hawaii.

There are no alternate sources of data on MRSA infections for all Hawaii hospitals.
