Regarding Trauma Informed Care, how will it be incorporated?

A. It will be up to the applicant on how they plan to address and
incorporate Trauma Informed Care into the delivery of service
activities.

The staffing ratio is 1:4, is this ratio the standard for serving up to twelve (12)
youth thus increasing the number of staff on duty from two to three, especially
during the night shift?

A. The staff ratio will not apply to the overnight shift which shall require
a minimum of two (2) staff on duty at all times.

Since the group home facility is being provided by the state, is there anything else
that we need to describe about the facility?

A. Applicants can provide a description of the facility and address
whether or not the facility is ADA compliant.

Can you clarify ‘lower-risk youth” and how will it affect eligibility and program
acceptance into the program?

A The term “lower-risk youth” refers to youth who have been assessed
to have a lower risk of re-offending and could benefit from
participating in a community-based residential program. The
applicant shall collaborate with the OYS and Family Court regarding
the assessment tool and eligibility requirements in place to assist the
applicant in determining the appropriate placement of a youth in the
Safe House Group Home.
