1. Clarification regarding submitting proposal for both statewide and specific counties.  In Section 2 (General Requirements) I.E. "Geographic Coverage of Service", Section 2 II.D. "Single or Multiple Contracts to Be Awarded", and Section 4 Proposal Application Instructions IV. Service Delivery, the following instructions apply.  

Applicants desiring to compete for both a statewide contract and, alternatively, for service to a subset of geographic areas, should submit a single proposal wherein budget and outcomes for the proposed county or counties are distinctly presented within (and potentially separable from) the overall statewide proposal.

2. Clarification on funding amounts and contract period. In Section 2. I.F, where it is stated "Subject to the availability of U.S. Department of Energy funds, $200,000 in funds is suggested for each contract for the time period from April 1st through March 31st", keep in mind that this one year contract can be renewed for a maximum of one additional year, supported by the same $200,000 in statewide funding. Therefore proposals should reflect a two year plan which incorporates two years of similar funding.
